Special thanks to Betsy Ballantyne and Kathy Smedley for creating the Advent banner that hangs on the pulpit.  We are deeply grateful to them for sharing their artist gifts with us!”

Imagery inspired by the texts for this season of Advent, as well as the Close to Home themes, emerge in the doorways of this banner design.  In the center, the star of Bethlehem radiates, representing the Magi traveling home by another way in the Epiphany story.  In the second threshold, stars of David surround the scrolls of the Torah to depict the story of Jesus remaining in the temple.  For the story of the birth of Jesus, the third entrance portrays the stables with light radiating between the slats in the walls.  The safety of the womb draws us into the fourth doorway as Mary sings her magnificat.  A home for all is represented in the fifth arch with creation imagery.  Laying the foundation is portrayed in the sixth doorway with a pattern of interwoven hands.  The overall motif, originally designed by Lauren Wright Pittman as the Close to Home Advent series logo, incorporates a hand reaching up and one reaching down.  In the banner design, these hands are patterned with doves in motion to represent the Holy Spirit.

In Light of the World: A Beginner’s Guide to Advent, author, professor, and biblical scholar Amy-Jill Levine explores the biblical texts surrounding the story of the birth of Jesus.  Join her as she traces the Christmas narrative through the stories of Zechariah and Elizabeth, Mary, the journey to Bethlehem, and the visit from the Magi.  These stories open conversations around connections of the Gospel stories to the Old Testament, the role of women in first-century Jewish culture, the importance of Mary’s visitation and the revolutionary implications of Mary’s Magnificat, the census and the stable, and the star of Bethlehem and the flight to Egypt.  All are invited to dive deep into the history of the birth of Christ.  Join for one or all the sessions as able.  Participants are encouraged to get a copy of Dr. Levine’s book, “Light of the World” to read along with the 4 week DVD series.  However, even without a copy of the book, all are welcomed to join in all or any sessions as able.
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Amy-Jill Levine is University Professor of New Testament and Jewish Studies and Mary Jane Werthan Professor of Jewish Studies at Vanderbilt Divinity School and College of Arts and Sciences.  She in an internationally renowned scholar, teacher and author of numerous books.  She is also the coeditor of the Jewish Annotated New Testament.  Levine has done more than 500 programs for churches, clergy groups and seminaries.

The Meaning of Memory – Jennie Clark
Explore Old Testament contexts for the story of Zechariah & Elizabeth; consider the connection between the births of John the Baptist and Jesus; appreciate the colorful humor in Zechariah’s story 

Dec 12   The Promise of Potential – Ann Hatfield
Explore connections between Mary & Hannah through their songs of praise; Mary’s pregnancy and the physicality of Jesus’ birth; consider what it might mean for Mary and Elizabeth to be mothers of children who will both do extraordinary things and be executed by political authorities

December 19   The Journey of Joy – Chris Clark

Identify the historical and political setting of the Nativity; reflect on the idea   of caring for God as a newborn baby; understand the role of shepherds in historical and literary context; consider the marks of Jesus’ Jewish identity; explore the roles of Simeon and Anna in connecting the story of Israel to the story of Jesus.

The Gifts of the Gentiles – Jennie Clark
